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ANALYSIS OF THE CONSEQUENCES OF PSYCHOLOGICAL
INJURIES TRANSMITTED THROUGH THE GENERATIONS ON THE
EMOTIONAL AND MENTAL HEALTH OF CHILDREN AND
GRANDCHILDREN

Abstract. The article revealed that during the lifetime of several Ukrainian
generations, two extremely powerful factors with catastrophic consequences had an
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almost continuous influence: mental trauma and transgenerational transmission of
psycho-traumatic experiences. A prolonged emotional gap over several generations
usually resulted in the formation of emotional, social, or physical symptoms in some
members of the next generation. This gives us the opportunity to assume that if the
client had an emotional break between family members in previous family
generations (arrest, repression, ostracism, death), then perhaps part of his problems
is related to the transgenerational transmission of trauma, with no experienced pain
of loss by one of his ancestors. The models of interpretation of transgenerational
trauma are specified. The first model is based on A. Bandura's social-cognitive
theory of learning (transmission of behavior and outlook through observation
without critical evaluation of traumatic events). The second model is based on the
theory of ecological systems of U. Bronfenbrenner (changes in behavior and beliefs
are transmitted from generation to generation through social and cultural systems,
such as the family (microsystem) or community (ecosystem)). The third pattern
refers to secondary (vicarious) trauma, which arises from strong empathy for victims
and immersion in their traumatic experiences. The fourth model is based on
attachment theory and is based on the work of D. Bar-On and others.According to
this model, genocide survivors may be reluctant to talk about their traumatic
experiences to their offspring, but they may display the effects of the trauma through
their behavior and attitudes toward children. As a result, children may develop
disorganized attachment patterns and problem behaviors. The fifth model is based
on the theory of shattered assumptions, in which the trauma destroys or "fragments"
a person's fundamental assumption that the world is benevolent and that she is
valuable. Research on identifying the role of family history (transgenerational
factor) in the level of personal anxiety and psychological well-being of an individual
proved that a broken emotional connection with the family, as well as a lack of
awareness about the events of the life of the previous generation, lead to an increase
in personal anxiety and a decrease in the level of psychological well-being. Of
interest is the study conducted to study the specifics of the impact of
transgenerational trauma on the life perspective of an individual.lt showed the
degree of influence of awareness about the events of the life of the previous
generation on the decline of mental well-being, and also that the less the participants
of the study saw similarities or coincidences in their own fate and events in their
lives with the fate of their ancestors who survived the trauma of genocide or suffered
from repression, the more more often they had: obsessive feelings, images and/or
thoughts related to the possible effect of the trauma; symptoms of avoidance and/or
mitigation of experiences associated with the possible impact of a traumatic event;
anger, irritability, hypertrophied startle response, difficulty concentrating,
psychophysiological agitation and insomnia associated with the impact of a
traumatic event,
