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UNDERSTANDING THE MEANING AND ESSENCE OF THE CONCEPT OF “AGENCY IN
STUDENTS’ FOREIGN LANGUAGE TRAINING” IN CONTEMPORARY EDUCATIONAL
RESEARCH

The article focuses on a theoretical analysis of the meaning and essence of the concept of agency in students’ foreign
language training within contemporary educational research. The relevance of the study is determined by the growing attention
to the personal dimension of learning and the active role of students in higher education. The paper reveals the interdisciplinary
nature of the concept, demonstrating the lack of a unified interpretation in educational science. In philosophical discourse,
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agency is viewed as the formation of subjectivity under sociocultural influences, whereas in pedagogy it is interpreted as the
process of establishing a learner’s subject position in educational activity.

The article clarifies the pedagogical understanding of agency as the development of students’ autonomy, responsibility,
reflexivity, and conscious choice of learning strategies. In the context of foreign language training, the agency integrates the
Jformation of linguistic competences with the development of communicative identity and reflective awareness of one’s own
learning experience. Special attention is given to the concept of learner agency, which allows preserving the core meaning of
agency while emphasizing students’ active, autonomous, and responsible participation in the educational process.

Agency in foreign language training is defined as such an organization of educational activity that transforms students from
passive recipients of knowledge into active subjects of their own foreign language development. The article outlines prospects
for further research, including the theoretical substantiation of didactic conditions for fostering agency in foreign language
education, the integration of the learner agency concept at the conceptual and categorical levels, and the development of
educational technologies aimed at enhancing students’ agency in the context of digitalization and internationalization of higher

education.
